Shop. Increasing our inventory did help reduce 

back orders and we are grateful for the support 

of our Supply Division. We have had problems 

with duplicate orders, and also correct orders. 

We will correct mistakes at our expense (as 

would be expected). We do regret the inconven-

ience caused by mistakes as our staff is learning 

the Webelos do not wear Scout Belts and hats 

etc. We will do all we can to correct those mis-

takes we did make and to work to improve our 

system.  

 

We are beginning to carry craft supplies espe-

cially wood craft den projects. These have not 

been items that were part of the TAC Scout 

Shop inventory but were requested by several 

packs.  

 

For items like the Monthly Cub Theme patch, 

once our stock for the month is depleted we will 

not order additional ones and will inform you 

when you order. Currently the time from when we 

place an order with Supply Division until the time 

we receive the order is 5 weeks. For items that are 

ordered that we do not have in stock, we order the 

same or next business day from National Supply. 

Our Supply Division is working overtime and 

weekends to reduce the time it takes to ship our 

orders.  

 

Units can order advancement in advance. TAC is 

one of two councils authorized to allow units to 

pre-purchase advancement items and using as our 

control advancement reports (you can only receive 

rank cards with an advancement report).
