Before beginning the song teach the girls the Coda and explain to them that a Coda is a ‘bit stuck on the end of a song’ and they have to make as much noise as possible to scare off the moose!
There are many versions to this song!! You don’t have to sing all the verses & you can make your own up if you want! Whatever you do, it needs to be really OTT (over the top!)
